Five divisions of the Circuit Court are created for the administration and 
management of court proceedings. 

(1) General Civil Division 
(2) Criminal Division 
(3) Probate Division 
(4) Juvenile Division 
(5) Family Division 

The Family Court Division hears all suits, proceedings, or matters that affect one 
family. These shall include dissolution of marriage, simplified dissolution of marriage, 
child custody and support, URESA, domestic violence, name changes, adoptions, 
paternity suits, modification proceedings, support without dissolution, and juvenile 
dependency.
